Need for caution while sending/forwarding messages 
 

Time and again, we have been requesting and cautioning our units and 

members to be careful while sending or forwarding messages through SMS, 

Whatsapp, email, facebook, etc.  We have seen few days ago the confusion 

sought to be created amongst units and employees by some  cunning, 

deceitful, dubious, dishonest, duplicitous elements by manufacturing a 

fictitious, fabricated, fraudulent, false and fake circular on strike call. 

These elements who are the by-products of anti-AIBEA forces derive  

sadistic pleasure by creating such confusions and their attempt is to derail 

the process of negotiations by such anti-organisational methods.
